Device offers virtual exploration, dissection of humans

Students at a Washington state high school are learning about human anatomy and the dissection
process by using the Anatomage Table, a touch-screen device loaded with scanned images from
human bodies that were donated to science. Teacher Tracee Godfrey says the images from the nearly
7-foot-long device offer a more natural experience than sketched overlays, while also boosting interest
in and understanding of the advanced health science career path.
